There were three sons and cone daughter born to James Trumtull and Hanna MWaterbury.
The three toys were torn in Luczs Co., Ohic: Rufus H. Trumbull - born May 3, 1845;
James Nelson Trumbull, born Dec. 23, 1850; William 0. Trumiull, birthdate unknown
and one daughter, Mary Trumlbull, birthdate also unknown.”

Jotn Turnbull, Charlotte, N.C. wites: "When 1 vas in Scotland in Jure, I climbed
the easier end of Minto Crags to get to Fatlips Castle, I climbed the spiral stair-
case to get tte view of the Teviot river that "Fatlips” Turnbull lad got in years
gone bye,

Quoting from "The Scctt Country”, by John Geddie. “laughs and dells, green Fills
and wide sweeps of river spread arourd the fragments of Fatlips Castle, whose
cwner, a Turnbull, dwe't,

"Mid c1iffs from vitkence his eagle eye
Full many a league his prey could spy”.

The slate roof is in a poor state and will probably collapse in the next year. The
enclosed photes give some idea of tle condition of the rocf. Fatlips is owned by
the Earl of Minto, and ttough closze to the villages of Denholm and Minto is really
quite isolated, with no road to the castle and foctpath is a tough ciimb. {(Any
Turnbull Clan member interested in & first hand sccount of Fatlips is welcome to
call me at {704) 364-1251; especially anycre with tloughts of parting with some .

YMEWSBEAT" from the Mackie Clan Scciety of N.A, offers explanaticr as to how the
expresse jon "the whole nine yards" came to be: It takes nine yards of fabric to
make a monks robe - the exact emount of a tolt of cloth; Kilts are made frcm nine
yards of material; Coal was del jvered by large trucks divided into three cubic

yard secticns - the whoele nine yards was an ertire trucl-fuly Or a concrete mirer
truck can be Toaded with nine cubic yards of concrete, hut because of weight 1imits,
most trucks are Tcaded with only eight yards. Anycre who receives a nine-yard load
gets more than a full measuremeri of concrete. Me, 1 vote for the "whole nine yard
kilt" theory!
