  Born c1600, Argyllshire, Scotland. Went to Ireland in the 

Plantation Period   c1623. Served in Cromwell's Irish Army c1640, where 

he held the rank of Colonel. For his services he was rewarded with the 

lands of the O'Farrell family in County Longford. Married . He was known 

to have three sons, James, William and Robert, who were deprived of their 

lands when King James II came to the throne. The brothers then migrated 

to Ulster, settling in South Tyrone. Name corrupted to TRIMBLE when in 

Ireland.

Married his cousin Abigail  NEVIN, daughter of Isaiah NEVIN and his wife 

Mary. Isaiah was a brother to James IV,  mother. James built the 

first house in Pomeroy, Co. Tyrone c1753. James and Abigail had 

 eleven daughters and one son. Nine of the daughters were married to 

doctors and Clergymen,  one named Mary, to a Scottish Architect, 

grandfather of Dr  Edward Jennings, later of Halifax,  Nova Scotia. The 

other daughter, Rebecca, got lamed and never married. The family is 

buried  in the graveyard of Desertcreight, near Cookstown.
